St. Supéry has been producing its Élu Napa Valley Red Meritage since the 
1994 vintage. Pronounced ay LOO, Élu means “elected” in French and, by 
extension, chosen or selected. This is exactly what St. Supéry’s winemaker 
does when, in the Meritage tradition, he assembles the best of each vintage’s 
Cabernet, Merlot, Cabernet Franc, Petit Verdot and Malbec from St. Supéry 
estate vineyards to create a smooth, sophisticated wine greater than the sum  
of its parts.

The Story of St. Supéry:  
Estate Cabernets expressing each vineyard’s unique terroir within the Napa Valley 
 
St. Supéry was founded by French businessman, Robert Skalli and his family. After many 
visits to California and the Napa Valley during the 1970’s, Mr. Skalli was convinced that 
the family’s experience in the European food industry could translate effectively into the 
California wine business and that a new Napa Valley winery and a quality brand could be 
created. 
 
More than a decade was spent researching the possibilities and contemplating the 
options. Robert Skalli received help and guidance in vineyard selection from some of the 
Napa Valley's most respected vintners. On their advice, and because innovation and 
creativity have always been hallmarks of the Skalli family’s enterprises, they chose to 
invest in a relatively unknown area high in the eastern mountains of the Napa Valley 
appellation.  
 
In 1982, the Skalli family purchased the 1500-acre Dollarhide ranch and began researching 
and establishing those practices that would convert its meadows and hillsides into high 
quality vineyards. The oldest vines at Dollarhide Ranch, now more than twenty years 
old, produce full-bodied, robust Cabernets and distinctive Sauvignon Blancs that have 
made the reputation of St. Supéry. The diversity of Dollarhide’s terroir contributes to the 
successful farming of all the red and white Bordeaux varieties. 
 
The best Cabernet Sauvignon from each of St. Supéry’s estate vineyards is pre-selected 
during the growing season and rigorously followed throughout vinification and barrel aging 
in order to bottle a small amount of extraordinary wine that best expresses each 
vineyard’s terroir. The different microclimates, soils, topography and exposures result in 
two exceptional and totally different Cabernets that compete successfully with the cult 
Cabernets of Napa Valley. 
 
Taste the terroir of the Napa Valley 
• Significant family ownership of high quality vineyards in an area that is 

considered the highest quality grape growing region in the United States. 
• Different topography and exposures within one vineyard result in an exceptional 

Cabernet Sauvignon. 
• Dollarhide Ranch is a scenic 1500-acre private valley high in the eastern 

mountains of the Napa Valley AVA with seven lakes, diverse soil types, and 350 
foot changes in elevation which makes it ideal for grapegrowing. 

• Dollarhide boasts 475 acres of vineyard planted on steep hillside terraces and 
rolling hillsides. 
• A broad range of soils and myriad exposures to sunlight grant our winemaker a 

wondrous diversity of fruit from which to create wines layered with density and 
complexity.
